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CONSTITUTION

The purpose of the Fire Marshals and Inspectors Association shall be:

To disseminate information to its members to enable them to better interpret laws and to better
perform their services as Fire Marshals and Inspectors in their respective localities.

To inform the Fire Marshals and Inspectors of new procedures of enforcement, new methods of
construction or use of new products or materials available to the fire service.

To elevate the position of Fire Marshal or Fire Inspector to a level commensurate with the
responsibilities and obligations placed upon him.

To act as a responsible authority on matters effecting Fire Marshals and Fire Inspectors in
general.

To maintain good fellowship and mutual understanding among its members and to foster
cooperation between the members and others directly or indirectly connected with the fire
service.

To promote the affairs of the association which contribute towards its perpetuity.

To promote the interest of and lend support to the activities of other affected organizations.

The methods of achieving the purposes of this association shall be:

1.

By being a chapter of the International Firc Marshals Association.
(Amended 10/84, 10/03)

By conducting a Fire Inspectors school annually in one of the major cities within the geographical
area of the Marshals association. Such school shall cover subjects of interest to Fire and Fire
Inspectors. The presentations shall be made by persons selected by the association as being
specially qualified to enlighten the membership on selected subjects.

By awarding certificates to those Active members who shall satisfactorily complete the courses
offered at said school.

By distributing to membership such pertinent information and such publications as is deemed
appropriate to assist them in carrying out their official duties.

By the collection of annual dues which will be $25.00. (dmended 10/83, 10/93, 10/03)

By establishment of a scholarship fund to promote the cducation and status of persons selected
for training in the fire inspection field.

By causing the publication of the existence and activities of this association in periodicals of
other allied organizations.\

By conducting two meetings each year; An Annual Meeting and a Business Meeting at dates and
locations specified in the By-Laws.

By such other means as the membership of the Board may from time to time determine, which is
not inconsistent with the expressed purposes of this association.



BYLAWS
ARTICLE I - OFFICERS
PRESIDENT:

Section 1. It shall be the duty of the President to preside at all meetings and to enforce all
regulations relating to the administration of the association.

Section 2. It shall be the duty of the President to appoint all standing and special committees.
VICE PRESIDENTS:
Section 3. In the absence of the President, the E_ﬂwﬂ Vice President or in his absence, the

Second Vice President shall have all the powers and prerogatives of the President.
The Second Vice President shall also be the Treasurer. (ddded 1 0/02)

SECRETARY:

Section 4. It shall be the duty of the Secretary to collect dues and record minutes and
transmit them promptly to the membership. At least 90 days before the Annual
Meeting he shall send notices of same.

Section 5. All of the elected officers of the association shall be active members of the
National Fire Protection Association and the International Fire Marshals
Association so that the association can remain a chapter of the International Fire
Marshals Association and shall be an active member of the National Fire
Protection Association prior to being nominated, elected or appointed to any
clective office. (/Added 10/84, 10/03)

EXECUTIVE SECRETARY:

Section 6. The Executive Secretary may be appointed at the pleasure of the President.
ARTICLE Il - MEETINGS

Section 1. There shall be two meetings of the association as provided in the Constitution.

(a) Annual Mecting shall be held at the New York State Fire Academy during the
annual fire marshal’s seminar.

(b) A Business Meeting shall be held during the New York State Fire Chief’s
Annual Conference.

Section 2. In order to transact business at any meeting of the association at least ten
members shall be present.



ARTICLE IIT - DUES
Section 1. Dues shall be $25.00 per year. (Amended 10/83, 10/93, 10/03)
Section 2. Dues shall be for the calendar year starting January 1.

Section 3. Dues shall be payable at the Annual Meeting.

ARTICLE IV — NOMINATIONS & ELECTIONS OF OFFICERS

Section 1. A Nominating Committee shall be appointed by the President for the following
year at the Annual Meeting.

Section 2. The Nominating Committee shall present a slate of officers at the Annual
Meeting. Any member of the association may make additional nominations from
the floor.

Section 3. Election shall be by ballot if there is a contest or the Secretary may cast one ballot

for the slate nominated if there is no contest.

ARTICLE VIIl - MEMBERSHIP

Active membership shall be restricted to Fire Inspectors and Fire Marshals who
are actively engaged for more than one year in an official capacity within a
governmental department, bureau of agency engaged in the business of
enforcement, administration, formulation or ordinance relating to the inspection
of buildings and other structures. Active membership shall also include those
public concerns and those persons who are engaged in the business of
professional nature related to fire inspection and life safety. (dmended 10/84)

A Life Member is an honorary title bestowed upon an Active member who has
been nominated by the Board and elected by a majority of the membership to bear
such honor. The dues for a Life Member shall be determined by the Board.

An Honorary Member shall be a title bestowed upon an Active Member and/or
an acknowledged friend of the association presented by the Board to a
membership for a majority vote. Such member shall be exempt from payment of
dues for that particular year. The Board may authorize the payment of such
additional expenses to such member so honored as they deem appropriate in each
individual instance.

Unless otherwise provided for in the Constitution and By Laws all memberships
in the association shall terminate as of the morning of the second day of the
scheduled Fire Inspector School each year, unless dues for the calendar year are
paid on or before that time. Membership in the association may be reinstated by
proper registration in the school and payment of dues for the current year.

ARTICLE IX — INTERNATIONAL FIRE MARSHALS ASSOCIATION

CHAPTER MEMBERSHIP
